Wb mentioned previously, The
General Federation was organized in the same year akddees Literary Socidbyt its roots
can actually be traced back to the year 1868, a pivotal year in the life of its founder, Jang
Cunningham Croley, and a story worth telling.

A professional journalist and published author, Mrs. Croley was delighted to discover
that British novelist, Charles Dickens, would be making an appearance at the press club|in
New York City, She and fellow colleagues excitedly made plans to cover the event only to be
denied admittance because of their gender. Fuming at the injustice, she gathered a group of
like-minded women and organiz&brosit, he f i rst woman’'s clubl i n t|
dropping a pebble into a pool of water, ripples spread out, and clubs sprang up across the
country.

In celebration of the Zlanniversary ofSorosidir s. Cr ol ey sent |out a
clubs throughout the country to convene in New York City to pursue the cause of federation,
and on April 24, 1890, 63 clubs officially organized e n e r a | Feder atbyon of
ratifying its constitution.
