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In Days Gone By Karin Carlson, Historian

A Most Historic Tree
1904
After a long (fourmonth) summer hiatus, the ladies of the club returned, refreshed
and reenergized, particularly club president, Mrs. Harriet Carpenter. Before the first
meeting of the club year was held in October, she had already traveled across state to

attend the ninth annual convention of the Mi
Saginaw, and returned with a slice of Americ
EIm Treed. According to | egend, Gener al Geor

Continental Army beneath this historic tree in Cambridge, Massachusetts, on July 2, 1775.
By 1904, the century old tree was dying, and cuttings were disseminated throughout the
country, and so it was that Mrs. Carpenter returned with six cuttings from the tree. Three
were planted on the Second Street terrace beside the clubhouse while the other three were
planted in the gardens of members, all of which flourished for years. A commemorative
plaque for the historic trees was donated by member, Emma Latimer, in 1931 and remains
in our archives today. Shortly thereafter, one of the trees was moved to the campus of
Muskegon High School and a dedication ceremony was held in February 1932. The
Muskegon Chronicle featured an article about the tree and dedication plaque in 1956; this
article also remains in our archives today. Sadly, Dutch EIm Disease took its toll on these
remarkable trees, and by 1962, the last surviving tree on Second Street was being treated
for the deadly disease, to no avail as it also succumbed to the disease in 1964. Thanks to
local physician, Dr. William LeFevre, a remnant of that tree is still with us today. In

memory of his mother, member Mrs. George LeFevre, he carved a beautiful gavel from its
wood and inscribed it with the words, O6For G
so, Dear Readers, should you be in attendance at the October luncheon, you may see the
artifact of this historic tree on display for yourself.
